Starring Jillian Marshall on lyra and silks.
The year is 3269. Humans live entirely in a virtual reality, having been
completely alienated from their most intimate senses. Enter our lonely and
lusty heroine, travelling through space & time to reclaim the sultriest of senses:
touch. She grows weary. How much longer until she finds it? And what will
happen if she does?!

HOT AND HEXY
Starring Shannon McKenzie LeBlanc, Miss Von Purr, Bex, Myles Conner & Thomas
with fire and aerial silks.
Watch out—these wicked ladies are at it again! In 1669, three Puritan women have
been accused of witchcraft by the townsfolk and are sentenced to death by fire!
However, when the witch hunters attempt to burn these magical breasts…err, beasts,
they use the powers of fire, flight and seduction to bewitch these men into
submission. They soon discover that their TIME is up and it is the patriarchy that
will be set ablaze.

PANTSLESS PURSUIT
Starring Kollene Drummond on rope and unicycle.
A circus dance piece set in nature in the year 2569 B.C.E depicting the bond
between a time-travelling birdwatcher and a speedy (and sneaky) Prehistoric
bird. The birdwatcher is intrigued by the rare bird, and approaches to get a
closer look! Through movement, they express their shared curiosity and
connection, engaging in a dynamic, potentially revealing (and at times comedic)
chase across the stage. This is a re-work of the act "Flightless Pursuit"
developed and performed for Small Dances at TTOK in May 2024."

ROBOT ROCK
Starring Mough on aerial chains.
A rogue sexy robot has made her way back in time from 2269 to show present day
humans how to really ROCK in the air—with a metal chain, of course!

NEVERLAND BLISS
Starring Wendy Darling (Cay Lotus), Peter Pan(sexual) (Ryn Kirby), T(w)inkerbell
(Bex) and Captain Hook(er) (Amy Strizic).
Throughout Cirquelesque 6(9) the audience will be taken on a journey throughout
time, but what about a world where time has never existed? A Neverland, of sorts.
We invite the audience to join Wendy Darling on her 69th birthday as Peter
Pan(sexual), T(w)inkerbell, and Captain Hook(er) whisk her back to Neverland for
a sexy aerial journey.

THE FUTURE
Starring Victoria Wood with balance ball and pyroterra.
In the future, women rule—and they’ve got the balls to prove it! Balancing atop
her globe of power, this bold emissary of the matriarchy delivers a manifesto
of feminine strength with style, sass, and ass. The future is female, fierce, and
fabulously fun!

The aerial artistry of Opal and Miss Moss on
static trapeze will leave you thirsty. This dish has 69 flavors of perfection, a timeless
recipe guaranteed to delight. Bon appétit!

TIMELESS TANDAVA AND THE FUTURE
Starring Richard with fire.
The dance of time like a good 69 there is not an end or a beginning only sort of
theirs and sort of mine, shivas tandava has no beginning or end only a story within
a story within a story.

GUESS
Starring Orchid on aerial straps.
In the year 2069, Brat Girl Summer is back along with everything Y2K. “You want
to Guess the colour of my 69 pairs of underwear? You want to know what I’ve got
going on down there?” See Orchid show off her hot pink underwear, and her lacy
black pair with littles bows, and the red silk ones she got in Tokyo, and…how many
does she have on again!? Performing on aerial straps, see her leopard print,
rhinestones, and most importantly underwear from all positions.

WE’RE ALRIGHT
Starring Thomas on cyr wheel.
A character falls in love with their friend, someone who cannot love them back in
the same way, either for reasons of gender difference or sexual orientation. In the
piece, my character confesses and entrusts their feelings of love to be gently let
down, finding strength in this life experience and opts to remain friends and be
grateful to his former love interest, turned greater friend, allowing the love to
evolve as a friends in an even stronger way.

69 SECONDS AFTER CREATION
Choreographed by Miss Moss. Performed by Miss Moss, Opal Essence, Naomi
Duvall, Thomas, Ryn Kirby, Amy Strizic, and Ellay.
Prepare to be transported to the origins of life itself, just 69 seconds after creation.
Six sinuous circus artists bring the primordial soup to life in a surreal, sensuous
spectacle of slippery movements. Clad entirely in nylon, their writhing forms have
shed identity and together conjure images of cellular division. Grounded in contact
improvisation, this original work tantalizes the mind with a visceral anonymity and
dreamlike imagery. Strange yet captivating, a slithering journey of genesis.
